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1) Administrative Matters

The meeting was called to order at 9:20 AM by the Chairman, Dan Gillman.

a) Approval of the Agenda

The agenda was approved as amended.

b) Membership attendance list and address list

The address list was distributed for amendments, and an attendance sheet was passed around.

c) Review of Minutes of Previous Meeting

The prior minutes were approved.

d) Current Status of L8

The T2 committee is no longer in existance. The KIF, CG, and CSMF projects from T2 have been moved to L8.  

L8 is now part of the Combined TAG to JTC1/SC 22 so that we may represent the work on the ISO/IEC 11404 project.

Dan Gillman reviewed the list of L8 projects.  Some of these were dropped from SC 32.  Dan will request to drop the dangling projects.

Bruce Bargmeyer commented on the new L8 website.  This is on an NT machine.  It currently requires Netscape; this is being corrected to allow IE.  The site is at:

2) Reports

a) Report on NCITS/L8 SIG meetings (J. Newton)

Judith Newton reported on the June, July, and September SIG meetings.  The emphasis has been on the Registry Content Technical Report (PDTR 20943, 32N0489) and the revision to Part 3 (CD 11179-3, 32N0490).  Comments were prepared for 32N0489 and 32N0490.

There was liaison activities with ISO TC 211 and TC 37.

Frank Farance is working on the Metadata Query Service (MQS) project.  He presented the status at the September SIG meeting.

b) Report on WG2 Meeting in New York (L. Fitzwater)

Doug Mann reported that the WG 2 meeting had representatives from Canada, UK, Australia, Korea, China, and US.  WG 2 again recommended that the CSMF be dropped if the work did not progress.  The host of the WG 2 meeting, Frank Farance, was commended for the fine work.  Frank could host another meeting on April 2-6, 2001 in New York.

c) Report on NCITS/L8 projects (D. Gillman)

Dan Gillman reported that all projects except KIF and CG are international projects.  Dan will contact John Sowa to see if the CG project can be resumed. 

Frank Farance and Alan Peltzman will prepare comments on the draft 8601 for presentation to DISA (TAG to TC 154).  The comments should be developed electronically with a 30-day comment period for L8 members before passing to DISA.

3) Liaison reports

a) TC204 and ITS America (A. Schoka)

Andy Schoka reported that Burt Parker is demonstrating the ITS registry to state highway officials.  IEEE 1489 and 1488 are the foundation for the ITS dictionary standards. The preoperational registry has just been delivered to IEEE by Ontek.  IEEE 1489 is about to be revised to improve clarification.

The ITS community is discovering many overlaps and inconsistencies requiring understanding and harmonization.

Andy will get a copy of the IEEE Functional Operating Procedures for the ITS Registry.

b) OMG (B. Bargmeyer)

Frank Olken reported that XMI is about to send out an OMG RFI.  A Common Warehouse Metamodel project is starting.  UML 2.0 is a project.  OMG is an ISO PAS submitter.

Doug Mann reported that he has been reviewing the OMG Lexical Query Service (LQS).  He found that the IDL in the LQS specification bore minimal resemblance to the text and UML diagrams in the same specification.  He will be discussing this with Harold Solbrig.

c) W3C (F. Olken)

Frank Olken reported.  XML Schema and other subgroups are meeting and are planning to go to candidate recommendations for XML Schema by early October.  XML Query language is progressing with QUILT as the leading syntax candidate.  XML Schema version 1.1 is expected in the late part of 2001; there are items that other subgroups needed and there will be multiple inheritance.

d) TC 211 and L1 (D. Gillman & B. Bargmeyer)

Dan Gillman and Bruce Bargmeyer attended the TC 211 meeting in Reston, VA.  Dan Gillman gave a presentation, and TC 211 was pleased with the concept of ISO/IEC 11179 registries.

Dan Gillman attended a L1 meeting and spent a day educating L1 on the 11179 registries.

e) TC 37 (D. Mann)

Doug Mann reported that he has met with Alam Melby of TC 37 to discuss the metamodels of the two committees.  He expects to meet with Sue Ellen Wright in December.

f) ANSI HISB (B. Archer)

Branch Archer reported that the HISB registry is in the Requirements Definition Phase based upon the USHIK registry that is written in Java.  There are about eight SDOs participating and about seven other health organizations.  Mayo will pick up the operation later.  Chris Chute reported on the work at the ANSI HISB meeting in September.

4) Status of Projects

a) Status of ISO/IEC 11179-3 (Basic Attributes) revision (D. Mann)

The US comments are ready for ballot by L8.

b) Status of ISO/IEC PDTR 20943

The US comments are ready for ballot by L8.

c) Status of NCITS 1058-D (Knowledge Interchange Format)

Mike Gruninger (NIST) is interested in progressing KIF through ANSI or ISO.  If he prepares an ISO NWI he could have a CD ready draft.  A number of international persons are interested in a KIF standard.

d) Status of Metadata Query Service

Frank Farance presented a set of slides at the SIG meeting on the status.  The requirements and functionality have been identified and completion is expected in about one month. The APIs are expected about January 2001.  The IEEE 1484 activity is providing the structure for the work.

5) IR Activities

a) IR Report (F. Farance)

SC 22 WG 11 is preparing a charter document to specify an evolution plan for ISO/IEC 11404.

In May 2000 a SC 32/WG 2 meeting was held in New York.

b) SC32 and WG2 meetings in Helsinki, 5-13 October

At the SC 32/WG 2 meeting in Helsinki, October 2000, Dan Gillman will be Head of Delegation.
