a)

Report on NCITS/L8 SIG meetings (J. Newton

Judith Newton reported on the progress of the SIG.  One meeting was held since the last L8 Plenary, on 6-7 December 2000.  The main topics of discussion were incorporation of comments from the WG2 meeting in Helsinki into PDTR 20943 and CD 11179-3; agreement to produce CDs or WDs for each of the other parts of ISO/IEC 11179 by the April WG2 meeting in New York; produce WDs for the two project splits of 20943, value domains and XML; number the project split of 20943 as parts of 20943 as opposed to using unrelated numbers; possibly drop the revision of 15452; agreement that representing XML and complex data types in the metamodel are a high priority; agreement to support the progress of KIF and CG in WG2; and discussion of the time, place, and content of the next Metadata Registries Open Forums.

b) Report on WG2 Meeting in Helsinki (L. Fitzwater)

Bruce Bargmeyer reported that agreement was made to split 20943, revise 11179, revise 15452, and to make progress in parallel as much as possible.  Several items were dropped from the program of work.  The nest WG2 meeting is 2-6 April 2001 in New York.

c) Report on SC32 Meeting in Helsinki (B. Bargmeyer)

Bruce Bargmeyer reported on work in SC32.  He stated that the new SQL standards are now available on CD-ROM only.  The SQL group is looking at XML query from a table perspective.  The next SC32 meeting is 15-26 October 2001 in Victoria, BC, Canada.  SC32 agreed to test the new “pay to play” proposal from JTC1.    

d) Report on NCITS/L8 projects (D. Gillman)

Dan Gillman reported on L8 work and projects.  All the work is currently in support of WG2 projects.

3)
 Liaison reports

a) TC204 and ITS America (A. Schoka &  B. Parker)

Andy Schoka reported on TC204 and Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) activities.  He described 3 facets: 1) IEEE 1488 and IEEE 1489 (based on ISO/IEC 11179) are being used to build registries for transportation data; 2) Ontek was hired to build a registry for ITS America, it will be operational by Jan 2001, Burt Parker is registrar, fee for access service, some read only access will be available, and much data harmonization is going on; 3) the US initiative is being migrated internationally in TC204/WG1.

b) OMG (B. Bargmeyer)

Bruce reported OMG will use WG2 to fast track several projects as ISO standards: MOF, PIDS, LQS.

c) W3C (F. Olken & J. McCarthy)

Bruce reported W3C is doing very well and has over 500 members.  They produce standards very rapidly.  ISO status is not seen as very useful.  W3C nneds to understand the usefulness of 11179 metadata registries.  The main metadata work in W3C is in RDF.

d) TC 211 and L1 (B. Bargmeyer)

Bruce reported on the TC211 plenary in which he and Dan described ISO/IEC 11179.  Dan agreed to contact Yves Hudon for an update.

e) TC 37 (D. Mann)

Doug reported that he is producing a report of metamodels for terminology and metadata.  TC37 is building a metamodel for terminology which has many parallels with ISO/IEC 11179.

f) TC 215 (D. Mann)

A metamodel for medical terminology was built.

4)
Status of Projects
a) Status of ISO/IEC 11179-3 (Basic Attributes) revision (D. Mann)

Doug reported that some of the comments were incorporated.  Joe Christensen is working on new version and hopes to have it ready in January.  Doug has updated the metamodel.

b) Status of ISO/IEC PDTR 20943

Judith reported that Lois Fritts is incorporating the comments.  The process is not complete.  Lois issued an interim version for review. 

c) Status of Metadata Access Facility

Daniel Knapp reported that a version will be ready in a month and ready for consideration at the WG2 meeting in New York.

d) ISO/IEC 11404 Language Independent Data Types

Daniel reported that Frank Farance is revising 11404 and expects to be finished before the New York meeting.

New Business
a)

b) Project split for TR 20943

By unanimous consent, L8 voted to number the project split for 20943 as parts.  So, part 1 is Data Elements; Part 2 is Value Domains; and Part 3 is XML.  Other parts may be added in the future.
c) Revising all parts of ISO/IEC 11179
By unanimous consent, L8 agreed that all parts of ISO/IEC 11179 should be revised, essentially in parallel.  All the previous editors will be retained, and Jim Carpenter is added as co-editor of Part 2.

d) Knowledge Interchange Format (KIF) and Conceptual Graphs (CG)
L8 voted 8-0-0 (for each) to progress KIF and CG as New Work Item proposals in WG2.  The editors for KIF are Michael Genesereth and Michael Gruninger.  The editor for CG is John Sowa.  The motion to progress KIF was proposed by Dan and seconded by Bruce. The motion to progress CG was proposed by Dan and seconded by Bruce.

e) Support for Metadata Registries Conferences
L8 agreed unanimously to support a Metadata Registries Conference in September 2001, progably held at NIST.  Bruce moved and Judith seconded this motion.  Another larger conference is planned to include W3C, OMG, and OASIS.

f) Formalizing the SIG
L8 agreed unanimously for Dan to investigate ways to formalize the SIG.  The best approach appears to create a Task Group.  Judith Newton will chair that group.
