1. Administrative Items:

Agenda review

Previous minutes approval

2. Discussion of U.S. Comments on ISO/TC 211 N 908, Study of the use of registry of elements, previously distributed by email 2000-05-26 - Report from July 10 L1 meeting - Dan Gillman.  Dan reported that he attended the July L1 meeting.  L1 has requested that Dan provide more information on ISO 11179 ant their next meeting.  L1 desires that a US L8 representative at the September TC 211 meeting in Reston, Virginia.  
Some L1 members thought that someone was developing a metadata registry for them (maybe EPA).  Bruce Bargmeyer will get with the L1 chair to clarify the understanding.

Doug Mann should review and comment on the ISO CD 19115.  Bruce Bargmeyer will send it to Doug.

3. SC32 WG 2 Tutorial at Helsinki, Frank Farance is exploring the topic of the "Metadata Registry and SQL relationships".  Another possible topic would be "ISO/IEC 11179 Implementations".  The topic will be decided in September.

4. TC 37 Terminology, Doug Mann reported that he received a draft of) ISO pre CD 16503 Computer applications in terminology - Representation of terminological data - MARTIF-compatible format with specified constraints (MSC).  He will distribute this to WG 2. He is still trying to get a copy of their metamodel so that we can relate it with 11179.  ISO CD 16642 Computer applications in terminology - Representation of terminological data - Meta-model
5. ISO/IEC NP 20943 -- Information technology - Procedure for achieving Data Registry Content Consistency - Data Elements (Technical Report) - Preparation of U.S. Comments to CD Ballot - Larry Fitzwater, Judith Newton, Lois Fitts

SAIC has prepared a set of comments. Lois will put the comments in the comments template.

The SIG recommends that 
1. clauses 4 and 5 be consolidated and that a NWI TR on classification be initiated.
2. Clauses 5.5 and 5.6 be moved to clause 7 with better examples and that a NWI TR on derivation would be beneficial.

6. Harmonization of MDR Parts.  At Helsinki WG 2 should identify editors and the direction for each part of 11179 and 15452.  Jim Carpenter will be suggested for part 2; Judith Newton for part 5 and 15452; Larry Fitzwater for part 6; Dan Gillman for part 1.  

A question for part 4 exists because of ISO 704;  Part 4 and the new ISO 704 need to compared and studied.

The SIG recommends that:

1. The revision of Part 2 should include the terminology work.

2. The revision of Part 4 should examine ISO 704 Clause 6.  Part 4 needs to be examined in the expanded ares of the revised Part 3.

7. XML - John McCarthy/Frank Olken.  Frank Olken went through the annex_v13.htm file that is being proposed for Pat 3 Annex E that he distributed to WG 2.  Frank will expand this to the full XML for the metamodel.  Frank Farance will pass Frank some additional words for XLM generation.

8. Part 3 Revision - Preparation of U.S. Comments to CD Ballot - Australia and the US recommend that comments be made to Clause, Paragraph, Line rather than generate a line numbered version of the document.  There was a discussion on whether to replace the original part 3 term "data element" meaning any administered component with another term.  The January WG 2 meeting agreed to "Administered data component".  Possibilities were "MDR item", "Administered MDR item", Administered Component", and "registry item".

It was noted that on the final preparation edits of the CD that there was a global change of "data element" to "administered data component".  This global change went to far with changes of "data element concept" to "administered data component concept".  The use of "data element" meaning any component needing registration was to be changed to "administered data component"; "data element" elsewhere was to be unchanged.

Mike Gorman presented a set of comments.  He suggests implementation of his specific changes then the global changes.  Mike will refine his comments and redistribute them.

There was a discussion of Clause 5 - Compliance.  It was also noted that the 32N0489 Content ballot comments must be synchronized with the Part 3 ballot comments.

The Part 3 issues list was reviewed to see is there are any must items for the Part 3 CD ballot.  The comments on the issue list are at:

9. Terminology - Bruce Bargmeyer, Jim Carpenter.  Bruce demonstrated the EPA Treminology Reference System (www.epa.gov/trs ).  Branch Archer showed the HISB registry.  Jim Carpenter will start merging terminology and Part 2 text for the revision of Part 2

10. ISO/IEC NP 20944 -- Information technology - Metadata query service - Frank Farance.  Frank Farance will have a draft in September.  There may be a set of about a dozen views that have a "fish eye" perspective.  He is looking at a set of functions that will support any view.  This will be supporting a generic API that then can be supported by CORBA and XML queries

11. Healthcare. Henry Heffernan reported with two papers.  These were 1. HL7 Terminology Principles; 2. NIH Market Survey request for Clinical and Medical Research Information Systems.
