· Recommended that Part 6 should not be a redefinition of Part 3.

· Discussion of where to place mandatory and recommended attribute list and descriptions.  Suggested either Part 3 or Part 6.

· Raised question of need for some “flexibility” in the 11179 model to encourage greater utilization.  Example given:  allow for data elements to exist without first defining a data element concept.

· Recommended that purpose of an 11179 registry, utility of such a registry and the standard, and data exchange issues be explicitly stated as part of the supporting documentation for 11179 and conforming implementations.
