Scope (and field of application) This standard specifies administrative information for portions of the ISO/IEC 11179 metamodel that require further specification and re-usability.  This standard is a multi-part standard that includes the three parts: contact information, relations information (among people, groups, etc.), and security information (e.g., collections of identifiers, key rings, etc., associated with security features specified in other standards).  These three parts are expected to be incorporated within the existing framework and organization of the ISO/IEC 11179 multi-part standard.

Purpose and justification - The portions of the 2002 edition of the 11179-3 metamodel specify information in a limited way, especially with respect to contact information, (person/ group/ entity) relations information, and security information.  The kinds of "modules" are important for further application of and interoperation with the 11179 metadata registries.  Furthermore, these "modules" may have use in other administered areas of IT applications (i.e., applications not directly covered by specific attributes of administered items, e.g., non-metadata registry applications).

The original work in SC36 (and IEEE LTSC) concerned learner information, of which these three parts were included (other parts of the SC36 learner information are learning-specific).

The base documents were contributed by JTC1/SC36 because SC36 felt (1) this kind of work was more general than the scope of work in SC36, (2) this kind of work would be better done in SC32, which may have better expertise on this kind of administered information.

Because SC36's work on learner information is dependent on these three parts, coordination and liaising are necessary.
