1 Overview

1.1 Scope

This Standard is a procedure standard for maintenance of the attributes of the ISO/IEC 11179-3 metamodel.

This Part only specifies the processes and procedures of the registration authority process.

1.2 Purpose

The purpose of this Part is to specify the process and procedure for maintaining attributes of Part 3, Metamodel.  This Part describes more than one registration authority (RA) process so that different RA processes may be chosen on a per-clause/per-subclause basis in Part 3.

3 Definitions

Definitions incorporated via normative reference

The following terms and their definitions have been incorporated via the normative references in the following order (lowest precedence to highest precedence):

· ISO/IEC 2382, Information Technology — Vocabulary (multiple parts)

· ISO/IEC 10000, Information Technology — Framework and taxonomy of International Standardized Profiles (multiple parts)

· ISO/IEC 11179, Information Technology — Metadata Registries (MDR) — Part 1: Framework

· ISO/IEC xxxxx-x, "Information technology — Metadata Registries (MDR) — Contact Information Model for Metamodel", e.g., name, postal address, telephone number, etc.

· ISO/IEC xxxxx-x, "Information technology — Metadata Registries (MDR) — Relations Information Model for Metamodel", e.g., classmates, teammates, mentors, etc..

· ISO/IEC xxxxx-x, "Information technology — Metadata Registries (MDR) — Security Information Model for Metamodel", e.g., public keys, private keys, credentials, etc..

applicant

An entity (organization, individual etc.) which requests the assignment of a name for an object, table, register, or partition from a registration authority.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

application

A request for processing a registration.

Example: Completing the form in Annex A and submitting it to the registration authority for processing.

application status

The position in the processing life cycle of a registration authority for handling registration requests.  [Note: Adapted from ISO/IEC 11179-6, "administrative status".]

designator

A sign.  [Note 1: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.  Note 2: The JTC1 Directives use the term "name" instead of "designator".]

endorsing organization

The organization that lends their consensus recognition credentials to an application.

Note: See subclause 4.5 and 4.6 for the definition of consensus recognition and endorsement levels.

Example: A consortium applies for registration.  The consortium has a consensus recognition level of other, but the application is endorsed by an ISO TC, which has international recognition.

exceptional provision

A provision that overrides and overridable provision.

Example: The provision "unless specified otherwise, a designator has the following syntax" (an overridable provision) may be overridden by the individual table-specific provision: "for the telephone book register, registration designators shall conform to the syntax of ITU-T E.164 numbering plan" (i.e., the E.164 syntax overrides the syntax of subclause 5.1 of this Part).

object

A unit of registration.

Example: Within the class of objects "fonts", the objects might be "Times", "Gothic", etc..

overridable provision

A provision that may be overridden or specialized.

Note: The phrase "unless specified otherwise, ..." indicates an overridable provision (e.g., overridden by an individual register-specific specification).

Example: The provision "unless specified otherwise, a designator has the following syntax" is an example of a general, default provision.  However, this provision may be overridden in individual specifications of tables, registers, or partitions.

namespace

The set of names that are assignable to objects within a particular context.  [Note 1: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.  Note 2: The JTC1 Directives use the term "namespace" instead of "naming domain".]

Example: For telephone numbers, the numbers within the one city code (one context) are within one namespace; the numbers within another city code (another context) are within another namespace.

partition

A collection of zero or more registers that serve as a unit.

Example: A partition contains registers G0, G1, and G2 that are related to the same application area.

procedure standard

The standard containing the specific procedures for a registration authority to follow.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

Example: This document, Registration Authority Process, is a procedure standard.

referring designator

A designator of registered item that is associated with the registration and is intended for reference to the item by entities external to the registry.

Example: During the registration of an object, either the applicant may suggest or the registry authority may choose a designator that is assigned that to the object for the purposes of future reference to the object.  For this object, the designator is unique within the namespace specified by the table (e.g., a "private" object has an applicant-suggested designator; a "global" object has a designator that is unique within a global namespace, such as a URL + GUID).

register

A set of tables (paper, electronic, or a combination) containing the assigned names and the associated information.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

registered item

An object, table, register, or partition in a registry.

registrant

The applicant of a successful registration.

Note: The registrant information may change over the lifetime of the registration.

registration

The assignment of an unambiguous designator to an object, table, register, or partition in a way which makes the assignment available to interested parties.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

registration authority

An organization approved by ISO/IEC for performing international registration according to the rules for operation in the JTC1 Directives subclause 2.7.2, the procedure guidelines in the JTC1 Directives Annex E, subclause E2, and the registration authority process associated with a register-based standard.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

registration designator

A designator of registered item that is associated with the registration process itself.

Example: During the registration of an object, a designator may be assigned that is internally unique within the namespace of the registry (e.g., a sequence number of registrations).

registration status

The position in the registration life cycle of a registered item.  [Note: Adapted from ISO/IEC 11179-6.]

registration target

The intended table, register, or partition for the registration of the registered item.

registry

An information and communications technology system that implements a register.

Example: A register G may be conceptual, but registry G' is a database system that implements the register G.

responsible organization

The organization or unit within an organization that is responsible for the contents of the registered item.  [Note: Adapted from ISO/IEC 11179-6.]

reverse DNS mangle

The transformation of a character string that is constructed by (1) taking an internet domain name, (2) transforming upper case characters to lower case characters, (3) reversing all the segments, (4) converting full stop (".") characters to underscores, and (5) converting all other special characters (i.e., not letters, digits, or periods) to underscores.

Example: "xyz.Foo-Bar.com" is transformed as "xyz.foo-bar.com", then "com.foo-bar.xyz", then "com_ _foo-bar_ _xyz" and results in "com_ _foo_bar_ _xyz".

scope

The contexts in which a designator is defined.

submitting organization

The organization or unit within an organization that submitted the application for a registered item.

Note: The distinction between an "applicant" and a "submitting organization" is based on the distinction between the application process ("applicant" is an entity within the application process) and the information the is stored and is present in a registry after "registration".

table

An N-dimensional matrix.  The last M dimensions have the common datatype.

Example: A 3-dimensional table has the shape P x Q x R.  If  M equals 1, then the table contains P x Q records, each record contains R elements (columns).  All elements in column R0 have the same datatype; all elements in column R1 have the same datatype; and so on.

technical role (of a registration authority)

Recording definitions of object, tables, registers, and partitions to which names are assigned and verifying that these definitions are in accordance with the international standard defining the form of the definition.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

technical standard

The standard containing the definition of the kinds of objects requiring registration.  [Note: Adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E.]

Example: Part 3, Data Element Registry, is the technical standard related to this procedure standard.

version

Identification of an issue of a registered item in a series of evolving registrations of that registered item.

version designator

A designator assigned to a version under which a registration is submitted or updated.

visible

In the circumstance of non-unique designators, the preferred designator.

Acronyms and abbreviations

· DNS: domain naming service

· OID: Organization Identifier

4 Application information

Unless described otherwise in the application, the applicant is both the submitting organization and the responsible organization of the registration.

The following information is part of each application.

4.1 Type of registration

The following may be registered:

· object: The registration of an information object concerns the additions, changes, deletions, etc. of one or more rows of one or more tables.  Note: Typically, the most common registrations are information objects concerning a single row of a single table.

· table: The registration of a table concerns the additions, changes, deletions, etc. of one or more tables within a register.

· register: The registration of a register concerns the additions, changes, deletions, etc. of one or more registers within a partition.

· partition: The registration of a partition concerns the additions, changes, deletions, etc. of one or more partitions within the data element registry.

4.2 Type of technical description

The following categories characterize the kind of technical descriptive wording associated with the registered item:

· standard: technical wording, established by consensus and approved by a recognized body, that provides, for common and repeated use, rules, guidelines or characteristics for activities or their results, aimed at the achievement of the optimum degree of order in a given context (Note: Adapted from ISO/IEC Guide 2.)

· provisional: technical wording that is adopted provisionally by a standardizing body and made available to the public in order that the necessary experience may be gained from its application on which to base a standard (Note: Adapted from ISO/IEC Guide 2, "prestandard".)

· profile: references to the technical wording of one or more base standards or other profiles; and, where applicable, the identification of chosen classes, conforming subsets, options, and parameters of those base standards, or profiles (Note 1: Adapted from ISO/IEC 10000-1.  Note 2: Elsewhere in this Clause the characterizing features, such as Type of Organization, refer to the applicant and not the organization responsible for referenced standards.  See example below.  )

· private: technical descriptive wording intended for private use

· other: none of the above attributes apply

Example 1: An international standards committee registers items from a prestandard.

Example 2: A private company registers a profile of an international standard.  Even though the profile references the international standard (say) without any changes, the application would likely be characterized as: Consensus Level = private, Type of Organization = other entity, Level of Standardization = other, Consensus Recognition = other.

4.3 Consensus level (stage codes)

The following categories characterize the level of consensus associated with the descriptive information in the application (adapted from the ISO/IEC harmonized stage codes):

· approved: the consensus level as an ISO/IEC standard (e.g., stage 60)

· stabilized: the consensus level as an ISO/IEC standard (e.g., stage 60) and ISO/IEC has determined that the standard is "stabilized" (i.e., no longer requires maintenance or systematic review)

· review: a systematic review is pending (e.g., stage 90)

· draft: the consensus level as a ISO/IEC DIS/FDIS (e.g., stage 40 and 50)

· committee: the consensus level as a ISO/IEC CD/FCD (e.g., stage 30)

· preparatory: some lesser consensus level (e.g., ISO/IEC stages 00, 10, and 20)

· private: intended for private use, i.e., consensus is not intended

· other: none of the above attributes apply

Example 1: A registered item of the Committee Draft (CD) of an international standard in development is submitted by the international standards committee that is developing that standard.  The consensus level would be committee.

Example 2: A registered item of an international standard is submitted by the international standards committee that developed that standard.  The consensus level would be approved.

4.4 Type of organization

The following categories characterize what kind of organization the applicant is (adapted from ISO/IEC Guide 2, Clause 4):

· standards body:  A standardizing body recognized at national, regional or international level, that has as a principal function, by virtue of its statutes, the preparation, approval or adoption of standards that are made available to the public.

· other body:  A body, other than a standards body, that is based on the membership of other bodies or individuals and has an established constitution and its own administration.

· other entity:  An entity that is not a standards body, not an other body.

Note: Based on the definitions of "standards body" and "other body", an entity that is not membership-based can only be categorized as "other entity".

Examples: ISO, CEN, and DIN are examples of standards body.  OMG (Object Management Group) is an example of other body.  An private company is an example of other entity.

4.5 Level of standardization

The following categories characterize the level of standardization associated with the consensus process (see ISO/IEC Guide 2, subclause 1.6 for definitions):

· international: Standardization in which involvement is open to relevant bodies from all countries.

· regional: Standardization in which involvement is open to relevant bodies from countries from only one geographical, political or economic area of the world.

· national: Standardization that takes place at the level of one specific country.

· provincial: Standardization that takes place at the level of a territorial division of a country.

· other: Standardization that is not (as defined above) international, regional, national, or provincial.  Example: A company or institution.

4.6 Consensus recognition

The following categories characterize the recognition of the consensus process used to produce the application (adapted from ISO/IEC Guide 2, subclauses, 1.6, 3.2.1, and 4.3):

· international: An international standardization process (internationally recognized, "international standardization", and "international standard").

· regional: A regional standardization process (regionally recognized, "regional standardization", and "regional standard").

· national: A national standardization process (nationally recognized, "national standardization", and "national standard").

· provincial: A provincial standardization process that recognized nationally (nationally recognized, "provincial standardization", and "provincial standard").

· other: A standardization process that is not recognized nationally, regionally, or internationally.  Example: A consortium.

· none: No consensus process or no consensus process specified.

Note: The categorization of consensus recognition is associated with each application, e.g., an applicant may submit application #1 that uses an international standardization process and the same applicant may submit application #2 that uses no consensus process (or no consensus process was specified on the application).

4.7 Type of endorsement by recognized consensus process

The following categories characterize the consensus process used to endorse the application (adapted from ISO/IEC Guide 2, subclauses, 1.6, 3.2.1, and 4.3):

· international: An international standardization process (internationally recognized, "international standardization", and "international standard").

· regional: A regional standardization process (regionally recognized, "regional standardization", and "regional standard").

· national: A national standardization process (nationally recognized, "national standardization", and "national standard").

· provincial: A provincial standardization process that recognized nationally (nationally recognized, "provincial standardization", and "provincial standard").

· other: A standardization process that is not recognized nationally, regionally, or internationally.  Example: A consortium.

· none: No endorsement or none specified.  Note: The categorization of endorsement is associated with each application, e.g., an applicant may submit application #1 that is endorsed by an international standardization process and the same applicant may submit application #2 that has no endorsement.

An endorsement shall be indicated by a resolution of an ISO, IEC, ISO/IEC Technical Committee (TC) or Subcommittee (SC), or ITU-T Study Group.

Note: The purpose of an "endorsement" is for one organization to "lend" its credentials to another organization's application.

4.8 Contact information

The following defines the contact information of a person associated with an organization:

· organization: The name of the organization.

· postal address: The postal address for the person in the organization.

· point of contact: The name of the person that serves as the point of contact for the organization

· telephone number: The telephone number of the person in the organization.

· facsimile number: The facsimile for the person in the organization.

· E-mail address: The E-mail address for the person in the organization.

· normal hours of operation: The normal hours of operating in UTC.

5 Designators

5.1 Designator syntax

Unless specified otherwise, designators use characters from the ISO/IEC 10646-1 character repertoire.

Unless specified otherwise, a designator has the following syntax.

Note: See subclause 5.3 concerning the registration of referring designators in non-global namespaces.

0
"[a-zA-Z0-9_]+"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an approved or stabilized status.

Note: Some registration targets may prohibit designators that begin with a digit or extended identifier digit.

Examples: valid: abc, invalid: 123, 123abc, _abc.

0A
"[a-zA-Z][a-zA-Z0-9_]*"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an approved or stabilized status.

Note: Some registration targets may permit designators that begin with a digit or extended identifier digit.

Examples: valid: abc, invalid:  _abc.

0D
"[0-9]+"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an approved or stabilized status.

Note: Some registration targets may prohibit designators that include characters other than digits or extended identifier digits.

Examples: valid: 123, invalid: 123abc, abc, _123.

0U
Note: The following syntax is informative.
<scheme>:<scheme-specific-part>
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an approved or stabilized status and requires a URI syntax, as specified by RFC 2396.  The non-scheme portion shall not be an authority-based absolute URI nor a relative URI.

Examples: valid: urn:nist-gov:sha1, invalid: 123, _abc.

0UA
Note: The following syntax is informative.
<scheme>://<authority><path>?<query>
Represents an authority-based absolute URI, as specified by RFC 2396.  Only the owner of the authority is permitted to register URI as registration designators its own <authority>.  For a registry-based naming authority (see RFC 2396, subclause 3.2.1), only the owner of the "registered name" (an RFC 2396 term) may register the designator.  For server-based naming authority (see RFC 2396, subclause 3.2.2) only the own of the server (e.g., "host" may register "host" and "user@host", but "user@host" may only register "user@host").

Examples: valid: abc, invalid: 123, 123abc, _abc.

0UR
Note: The following syntax is informative.
<relative_URI>
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an approved or stabilized status and requires a relative URI syntax, as specified by RFC 2396.  The first character of the URI shall not be the underscore character.  Unless specified otherwise, a base URI is unspecified.

Examples: valid: /abc, 123, /abc/def, invalid: http://xyz.com.

1
"_[a-zA-Z0-9_]+"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has a draft or committee status.

Examples: valid: _abc, _abc_, invalid: 123, abc.

1A
"_[a-zA-Z][a-zA-Z0-9_]*"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has a draft or committee status.

Note: Some registration targets may permit designators that begin with a digit or extended identifier digit.

Examples: valid: _abc, invalid:  _123.

1D
"_[0-9]+"
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has a draft or committee status.

Note: Some registration targets may prohibit designators that include characters other than digits or extended identifier digits.

Examples: valid: _123, invalid: 123abc, _ _123, 123.

1U
Note: The following syntax is informative.
_<scheme>:<scheme-specific-part>
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has a draft or committee status and requires a URI syntax, as specified by RFC 2396.  The non-scheme portion shall not be an authority-based absolute URI nor a relative URI.

Examples: valid: _http://xyz.com/abc, invalid: 123, 123abc, _abc.

Note: Actual use of the URI outside the registry is likely to require the removal of the leading underscore of the designator.

1UR
Note: The following syntax is informative.
_<path_component>
Represents the result of an internationally recognized consensus-building process, and has an draft or committee status and requires only the path component of a relative URI, whose syntax is specified by RFC 2396.  The first character of the URI shall be an underscore and the second character of the URI shall not be the underscore character.  Unless specified otherwise, a base URI is unspecified.

Examples: valid: _/abc, _123, _/abc/def, invalid: abc, http://xyz.com.

Note: Actual use of the URI outside the registry is likely to require the removal of the leading underscore of the designator.

2
"_ _[0-9a-zA-Z]+"
Represents the result of an internationally, regional, or nationally recognized consensus-building process.

Examples: valid: _ _abc, _ _abc_, invalid: 123, abc.

2A
"_ _[a-zA-Z][a-zA-Z0-9_]*"
Represents the result of an internationally, regional, or nationally recognized consensus-building process.

Note: Some registration targets may permit designators that begin with a digit or extended identifier digit.

Examples: valid: _ _abc, invalid:  _ _123.

2D
"_ _[0-9]+"
Represents the result of an internationally, regional, or nationally recognized consensus-building process.

Note: Some registration targets may prohibit designators that include characters other than digits or extended identifier digits.

Examples: valid: _ _123, invalid: 123abc, _123, 123.

2U
Note: The following syntax is informative.
_ _<scheme>:<scheme-specific-part>
Represents the result of an internationally, regional, or nationally recognized consensus-building process and requires a URI syntax, as specified by RFC 2396.  The non-scheme portion shall not be an authority-based absolute URI nor a relative URI.

Examples: valid: _ _http://xyz.com/abc, invalid: 123, 123abc, _abc.

Note: Actual use of the URI outside the registry is likely to require the removal of the leading underscores of the designator.

2UR
Note: The following syntax is informative.
_ _<path_component>
Represents the result of an internationally, regional, or nationally recognized consensus-building process and requires only the path component of a relative URI, whose syntax is specified by RFC 2396.  The first and second characters of the URI shall be an underscore and the third character of the URI shall not be the underscore character.  Unless specified otherwise, a base URI is unspecified.

Examples: valid: _ _/abc, invalid: _ _http://xyz.com/abc.

Note: Actual use of the URI outside the registry is likely to require the removal of the leading underscores of the designator.

2P
"_ _<pre>_ _[0-9a-zA-Z]*"
A designator based upon an prefix registered in the Part 3 Prefix Register, e.g., an applicant has previous registered in "pqsr" in the prefix register so the application may register designators with the prefix "_ _pqsr_ _".

Examples (assuming "pqsr" is registered in the prefix register): valid: _ _pqrs_ _x,  _ _pqrs_ _, invalid:_ _pqrs_.

2R
"_ _dns_ _<revdns>_ _[0-9a-zA-Z]*"
A designator based upon an externally recognized DNS registration.

Example: The owner of "foo-bar.com" may register designators with the prefix "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar_ _", such as valid: "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar_ _x", invalid: "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar".

2S
"_ _oid_ _<nnnn>_ _<subcode>_ _[0-9a-zA-Z]*"
A designator based upon ISO/IEC 6523 organized ID schemes registration, where "nnnn" is the organization number and "subcode" is the remainder of the designator.

3
"_ _ _[0-9a-zA-Z]+"
All other designators.

Examples: valid: _ _ _abc, invalid: _ _ _.

In the table above and as specified by ISO/IEC 10176 and RFC 2396,"_" represents the underscore character, "[0-9]" represents any digit or any extended identifier digit, "[a-zA-Z0-9_]" represents any letter, digit, underscore, extended identifier letter, extended identifier digit, or extended identifier special character, "[0-9]" represents any digit or any extended identifier digit, "*" indicates that the syntax of zero or more of the previous character or range of characters (e.g., "[0-9]*" indicates that zero or more digits or extended identifier digits are required), "+" indicates that the syntax of one or more of the previous character or range of characters.

Unless specified otherwise, designators may be up to 255 characters in length.

5.2 Registration designator

Each registration shall be assigned a registration designator.  A registration designator shall conform to the syntax of a designator, as specified in subclause 5.1, Designator Syntax.  The registration authority shall assign the registration designator.

5.3 Referring designator and namespace

Unless specified otherwise,

· A referring designator may be assigned during registration (i.e., a referring designator is optional).

· The applicant may choose a referring designator that conforms to the requirements of this subclause.

· A referring designator has the syntax of a registration designator, as specified in subclause 5.1, Designator Syntax.

Unless specified otherwise, for registered items that have referring designators:

· The registered item shall specify a namespace.

· The namespace itself has the syntax of a registration designator, as specified in subclause 5.1, Designator Syntax.

· The referring designator shall be unique within the namespace.

· The namespace "global" indicates a namespace that is intended to be common among applicants of the registration target.

· If the applicant specifies a namespace other than "global", the applicant shall demonstrate they have the authority to use the namespace.  (Example: "foo-bar.com" has the authority to use "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar_ _" as a namespace, but might not have the authority to use "_ _org_ _xyzzy_ _".)

· If the applicant specifies a namespace other than "global", the syntax of the referring designator shall conform to any Type of designator.

6 Registration information

6.1 Administrative information

At a minimum, the registered item shall contain:

· Date and edition

· Date of original registration

· Date of last transfer of assignment, if permitted (updatable).

· Date of last update (updatable).

· Version

· Version designator

· Registration

· Type of registration (subclause 4.1)

· Type of organization (subclause 4.2)

· Level of standardization (subclause 4.3)

· Consensus recognition (subclause 4.5)

· Consensus level (subclause 4.5)

· Type of endorsement (subclause 4.6)

· Designators

· Initial registration designator

· Registration designator

· Initial referring designator

· Referring designator

· Submitting Organization

· Name of initial submitting organization

· Address of initial submitting organization

· Name of submitting organization

· Address of submitting organization

· Contact information for person at submitting organization

· Endorsing Organization

· Name of initial endorsing organization

· Address of initial endorsing organization

· Name of endorsing organization

· Address of endorsing organization

· Contact information for person at endorsing organization

· Responsible Organization

· Name of initial responsible organization

· Address of initial responsible organization

· Name of responsible organization

· Address of responsible organization

· Contact information for person at submitting organization

6.2 Object registration

Object registration shall include the information in subclause 6.1, Administrative Information, and the following information:

· The descriptive information required for the registration target.

· An optional referring designator.

· Optional metadata that is supported by the registry.

6.3 Table registration

Table registration shall include the information in subclause 6.1, Administrative Information, and the following information.

· The descriptive information required for the registration target.

· The number of columns.

· The a designator (data element name), datatype, and meaning for each column.

· The sort key(s) for the table.

· Any exceptional provisions.

· Any additional provisions.

6.4 Register registration

Register registration shall include the information in subclause 6.1, Administrative Information, and the following information.

· The descriptive information required for the registration target.

· The number and kinds of tables, as specified by subclause 6.3, Table Registration.

· The relationship among the tables.

· Any exceptional provisions.

· Any additional provisions.

6.5 Partition registration

Partition registration shall include the information in subclause 6.1, Administrative Information, and the following information.

· The descriptive information required for the registration target.

· The number and kinds of registers, as specified by subclause 6.4, Register Registration.  Note:  This kind of information would also include information about the table(s) in the register(s).

· The relationship among the registers.

· Any exceptional provisions.

· Any additional provisions.

6.6 Use of ISO/IEC 11179

Unless specified otherwise, the registry shall conform to ISO/IEC 11179 Metadata Registry for organizing, storing, and conveying administrative and descriptive information.

7 Process and procedure

The registration authority shall administer the registries according to the following process and procedure.

7.1 Initial processing of an application

As described by subclause 4.7, Contact Information, an application shall include:

1. The applicant's legal name or a legal entity representing the applicant if the applicant is not a legal entity.

2. The applicant's postal address (street address, no post office box).

3. The applicant's point of contact (a person).

4. The applicant's telephone number.

5. The applicant's facsimile number.

6. The applicant's E-mail address.

7. The applicant's normal hours of operation in UTC.

All information is mandatory.  The application shall be completed in English.  Any missing information, incorrect information, or invalid information may cause the application to be rejected.

If the application is successful, the applicant's organization shall be recorded as the submitting organization.  Unless described otherwise in the application, the applicant is the responsible organization.  The application's responsible organization shall be recorded as the responsible organization.

An application shall include:

1. The information described in subclauses 4.2-4.7.

2. For registering objects, the partition designator, the register designator, and the table designator, if applicable, and the object designator to be assigned, if permitted and desirable.

3. For registering tables, the partition designator and the register designator, if applicable, and the table designator to be assigned, if permitted and desirable.

4. For registering registers, the partition designator, if applicable, and the register designator to be assigned, if permitted and desirable.

5. For registering partitions, the partition designator to be assigned, if permitted and desirable

6. The descriptive information appropriate for the object, table, register, or partition.

7.2 Review and response

Applications shall be reviewed according to the following steps:

1. Preliminary review to verify completeness of application

2. Applicant's review to authenticate the applicant's identity and supporting organizational and contact information.

3. Technical review of application, if any.

4. Processing the application in the registry (e.g., making the additions, changes, deletions).

5. Responding to the applicant in writing and/or E-mail.

6. Publishing updates, if applicable.

Unless specified otherwise in the requirements for the tables, registers, or partitions, the average processing times are: Step #1: 3 working days, Step #2: on average 5 working days, but may be longer; Step #3: on average, no longer than 4 working days; Step #4: typically, 2-5 working days, depending on complexity;  Step #5, on average, no more than 5 working days; Step #6: on average, no more than one calendar week.

Unless specified otherwise in the requirements of a table, register, or partition, there shall be no technical review of the registration.  Unless specified otherwise, the registration authority shall perform the technical review of the registration, if any.

7.3 Rejection criteria

An application may be rejected for any of the following reasons:

1. If the application does not provide the required (mandatory) information

2. If the application provides false or misleading information.

3. If the applicant does not respond to questions about clarifications or ambiguities within the application.

4. If the application is inconsistent with the requirements of the registration within a particular table, register, or partition (e.g., a particular table requires uniqueness among objects and an application requests the registration of an object that is already registered in that table).

5. If the registration requires a technical review and the application fails the technical review.

In all cases, the applicant has 30 days to respond and remedy the issue before the application is formally rejected.

7.4 Detailed registration procedures

The following are detailed procedures of the application process:

· An applicant makes a request for changing a registry by completing the Initial Registration form in Annex A and delivering it to the registration authority (see Annex A).

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.1, Type of Registration.  Applications for registering tables, registers, or partitions shall be made by or endorsed by ISO/IEC JTC1 SC32 WG2; all other applications for registering tables, registers, or partitions shall be rejected.

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.2, Consensus Level.

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.3, Type of Organization.

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.4, Level of Standardization.

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.5, Consensus Recognition.

· An applicant's request is categorized according to subclause 4.6, Type of Endorsement by Recognized Consensus Process.

· A designator shall be assigned within the appropriate namespace (either specified in the application, generated via the register, or required by the registration target).

· The following designator procedures apply to registration designators and referring designators in the "global" namespace:

· A Type 0, Type 0A, Type 0D, Type 0U, or Type 0UR designator shall be assigned only if the Consensus Recognition or Type of Endorsement is international, the technical description is standard, and the designator has achieved a Consensus Level of approved or stabilized.

· A Type 0UA designator shall be assigned only if the <authority> component of the URI matches the responsible organization of the application.

· A Type 1, Type 1A, Type 1D, Type 1U, or Type 1UR designator shall be assigned only if the Consensus Recognition or Type of Endorsement is international, the technical description is standard, and the designator has achieved a Consensus Level of draft or committee.

· A Type 2, Type 2A, Type 2D, Type 2U, or Type 2UR designator shall be assigned only if the Consensus Recognition or Type of Endorsement is international, regional, or national, and the designator does not conflict with other existing, planned, or reserved type 2 designators.

· A Type 2P designator shall be assigned only if the prefix of application matches the applicant's prefix registration.  Example: An applicant has previously registered "pqrs" in the prefix register in Part 3.  This application may register any designator with the prefix "_ _pqrs_ _".

· A Type 2R designator shall be assigned only if it matches the reverse DNS mangling of the application's DNS registration.  Example: An application whose applicant owns the DNS registration of "foo-bar.com" is permitted to register "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar_ _" and register any designator with the prefix "_ _dns_ _com_ _foo_bar_ _".

· A Type 2S designator shall be assigned only if it matches the Organization ID (OID) and subcode of the application's registration.

· A Type 3 designator shall be assigned on a "first come, first served" basis

· A referring designator assigned in a non-"global" namespace may be of any designator Type.

7.5 Confidentiality

Unless specified otherwise,

1. The name of the registrant shall be publicly and electronically available.

2. The city and country of the postal information shall be publicly and electronically available.

3. The complete postal information, the telephone number, the fax number, the E-mail address, the hours of operation, and miscellaneous information may be publicly and electronic available, depending upon the requests of the registrant.

4. The complete registrant information shall be available to those who individually request via postal mail or fax individual registration records.

5. Registrations other than object registration shall be publicly and electronically available.

6. For object registration, the designator associated with the object registration and the designator of the object (if applicable) shall be publicly available.

7. Other than the information described in #6, the information associated with the object registration may be publicly and electronically available, depending upon the requests of the registrant and the requirements of the table, register, and partition.

Note: This is intended to balance: (1) the public's need to have some information available to everyone and available electronically, (2) the registrant's desire not to make postal, fax, or E-mail information conveniently and electronically accessible so that "spam" and junk mail can be avoided, (3) the public's need to have the complete registration information accessible, but not necessarily conveniently).

7.6 Publication of register

Unless specified otherwise,

1. The registry shall be updated on a weekly basis.

2. The registered information (e.g., objects) shall be available to the public.

3. At least three authoritative mirrored facilities shall be available in the Americas, Asia, and Europe.

4. The registry shall be available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year, except for scheduled maintenance.

7.7 Revision, review, and withdrawal procedures

Once registered, a registered item may be revised, reviewed, or withdrawn.

7.7.1 Revision procedures

Unless specified otherwise, the following revision procedures apply to all registered items.

7.7.1.1 Changing registrant contact information

Registrants may update their contact information.  The Update Registrant Contact Information form in Annex A shall be submitted to the registration authority.  Updating only contacting information (1) shall not require a technical review, and (2) is not considered a revision or review for the purposes of the systematic review cycle.

7.7.1.2 Update procedures

A registrant may have update information in its registered item, as permitted by the registry.  The Registered Item Update form in Annex A shall be submitted to the registration authority.

Using the current procedures, if an initially registered item would require a technical review, then a technical review shall be performed on an updated registration.

Note: In other words, the requirement for technical reviews is the same for initial registrations as it is for updated registrations.

7.7.1.3 Registrant transfer procedures

A registrant may reassign a registered items to another registrant.  The Registrant Transfer form in Annex A shall be submitted to the registration authority.

Using the current procedures, if an initially registered item would require a technical review, then a technical review shall be performed on transferred registration.

Note: In other words, the requirement for technical reviews is the same for initial registrations as it is for transferred registrations.

7.7.2 Review procedures

Unless specified otherwise, the following review procedures apply to all registered items.

Note: One purpose for reviewing registered items is to update any information associated with the registered item; another purpose is to confirm that the existing registered information is still current and valid.

7.7.2.1 Registrant-initiated review procedures

A registrant may have its registered item reviewed.  The Registered Item Review form in Annex A shall be submitted to the registration authority.

7.7.2.2 Period of validity

Registered items that are technical description type provisional shall have a period of validity of 36 months; all other technical description types shall have a period of validity of 60 months.

7.7.2.3 Systematic review procedures

With the exception of registered items with Type 0, Type 0A, Type 0D, Type 0U, or Type 0UR registration designator and a stabilized consensus level, all registered items are reviewed on a regular basis.  After the initial registration or the last registration update, registered items shall be reviewed within the period of validity.  A notification of an anticipated registration review shall be sent to the registrant 12 months prior to the review date (e.g., for non-provisional registered items, 48 months after the initial registration or last registration update).  A reminder notice shall be sent again 6 months, 3 months, and 1 month prior to the review date.

If the review date arrives and the registration has not be updated, the consensus level is automatically changed to review.  After the review date, the registrant is reminded 3 months, 6 months, and 9 months.  At 12 months after the review date, the registered item is automatically de-registered and the designators are available for reclamation, as per subclause 7.7.3.3, Reclamation Procedures.

A registrant indicates a review of registered items by submitting the Registered Item Review form in Annex A.

Note: Changing contact information is not considered a registration update.

7.7.3 Withdrawal procedures

Unless specified otherwise, the following withdrawal procedures apply to all registered items.

7.7.3.1 Registrant-initiated de-registration procedures

Registered items may be deleted by the registrant.  The De-Registration form in Annex A shall be used to request de-registration.

7.7.3.2 Automatic de-registration procedures

Designators of Type 0UA, Type 2P, Type 2R, and Type 2S shall be immediately de-registered by the registration authority if the registrant is no longer the corresponding registrant for the <authority> component of the URI, the Prefix Registry, the DNS registration, or the OID registration.

7.7.3.3 Reclamation procedures

Unless specified otherwise, designators that are de-registered may be immediately reclaimed for use.

7.8 Maintenance
The objects, tables, registers, and partitions will be maintained using the following procedures.

1. Other than the information registered in the data element registry (Part 3), which is maintained by this procedure standard, Part 3 will be maintained by the ISO/IEC systematic review cycle (confirm, revise, or withdraw every 5 years) and its intermediate work products, such as technical corrigenda and work products

2. An ISO/IEC 11179 metadata registry shall be used to implement the registry (Part 3) and shall track changes and improvements to the ISO/IEC 11179 standard.

Note: #1 concerns changes to the normative wording in Part 3, while #2 concerns an ICT system that implements the technology portion.

8 Dispute resolution

[Note: This Clause was adapted from the JTC1 Directives, Annex E, subclause E2.15, Dispute Resolution.]

If there is a dispute between an applicant and the registration authority, the registration authority will make reasonable efforts to resolve the dispute.

The applicant shall (1) identify the problem in writing, (2) identify potential solutions for a favorable outcome, (3) provide additional contact information (e.g., mobile phone), as necessary, and (4) communicate the dispute to the registration authority via E-mail (first choice) or fax (second choice).

Upon receipt of the dispute, the registration authority will contact the applicant within 5 working days with a potential resolution or a proposed timeline for resolution.

If the applicant and the registration authority are unable to resolve the dispute, the applicant may appeal to the JTC1 Secretariat and the JTC1 RG-RA (Rapporteur Group on Registration Authorities).  The appeals process follow the JTC1 Directives, Annex E, subclause E2.15, Dispute Resolution, and the JTC1 Directives, Clause 11, Appeals.

9 System maintenance

The information and communication technology systems shall be highly available, shall include geographic redundancy (i.e., more than one location), and shall be competently operated and administered, as per the JTC1 Directives, Annex E, subclause E2.10, Maintenance.
